2000. aasta rahva ja eluruumide loenduse (edaspidi
loendus) kolmas kogumik avaldab loendus-
tulemused rahvastiku stinnikoha ja rénde kohta
Loendatavalt kusiti 1989. aasta 12. jaanuari
elukohta ja siinnikohta. Nii sai vélja selgitada, kas
elukoht ja siinnikoht olid mdlema loenduse ajal
samas asulas. Muutunud elukoha puhul tuli mérkida
Eestis siindinutel/viibinutel aadress asula, valla ja
maakonna tapsusega, valisriigis viibinutel/siindi-
nutel riigi tépsusega. Vanemate stinnikohta périti
riigi tapsusega. Vdisriigis slndinutel mérgiti
viimane Eestisse elama asumise aasta.

Vdimaluste piirides on tabelites esitatud vordiusi ka
1989. aasta loenduse tulemustega, Ulevaate osas aga
ka rénnet puudutava statistilise arvestusega.

2000. aasta rahvaloendus vdimadab selgitada
inimeste paiksust ja rannet ning pdlvnevust.
Paiksust saab hinnata, vorreldes isiku elukohta nii
sinnikoha kui ka eelmise loenduse aegse
elukohaga. Pdlisust saab hinnata selle jérgi, kui
suur osa inimestest elab oma ja vanemate
stnniriigis. Erinevused elukoha ja stinnikoha, aga
ka elukoha ja eelmise loenduse elukoha vahel on
tingitud réndest. Kuid stnnikoha v&i eelmise
loenduse aegse elukohaga sama elukoht ei kgjasta

elukohavahetusi siinnikohta v3i eelmise loenduse
aegsesse elukohta tagasi jouda. Tegelikkuses aset
leidnud  réndeprotsesse e  ole  v@imalik
rahvaloenduse andmete pbhjal téieikult taastada.
Siiski on eelmise elukoha ja stinnikoha selgitamine
rahvaloendusel ainuke vdimalus anallusida
inimeste paiksust ja pdlisust, sidudes neid soo,
vanuse, rahvuse, kodakondsuse ja pajude teiste
néitajatega.

Sinnikoht

Koikidelt loendatavatelt périti stinnikoha andmeid.
Eestis stindinutel mérgiti stinnikoht asula tépsusega,
valisriikides sindinutel riigi  tépsusega. Eedti
Vabariigi endisdl ala (kontrolljoone taha jaévad
Virumaa ja Petserimaa hadusiiksused) enne
1945. aastat sindinud toodi eraldi véja. Riikide
klassifikatsiooni jérgi loeti nende siinnikohaks
Venemaa. Vanemate sunnikoht Eesti Vabariigi
endisel alal mérgiti isiku Utluse jargi (Eesti vOi
Venemaa). Sunnikohaks ei loetud haigla asukohta,
kus siinnitus aset leidis, vaid ema elukoht isiku
sunni gjal. Sellest vdivad olla tingitud mdningad
erinevused stindide territoriaal ses jaotuses vorreldes
suindmusstatistikaga.

Niisugused muutused on
pbhjustatud ka aastakiimneid kestnud kdrgest
randekdibest (saabujate ja lahkujate summa),
millega kaasnes madal paigastumine.

Vasalemma, Harku ja Vaivara
valda on elama asunud paljud véismaal stindinud
isikud (tabel 13).

Maakondade vordlemine (kokku nii linna- kui ka
vallaglanikud) lubab teha samuti teatud Uldistusi

Eesti eri osade rahvastiku  kujunemisest
(diagramm 6). Uhtlasi mgjutab nende keskmisi
nditajaid linnaglanike  osatdhtsus, mis on

maakonniti erinev. Stinnikoha suhtes paiksemad on
Hiiumaa ja Saaremaa elanikud. Suhteliselt véhem
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on sinnikohta elama jéénuid Jérva-, Rapla- ja
L&dne-Virumaal, mille pdhjuseks on maakonna-
sisene elukohavahetus (Paide-Tri, Kohila—Rapla;
Tapa—Rakvere) ja védiksemad vdimalused samas
maakonnas t60d leida. Viimane on soodustanud
elama asumist Talinna (teemakaart 7).

Vélisriigis sindinuid on 252 266, elanikest 18,4%
(tabel A).

Vélisriigis sundinud jagunevad territoriaalselt
samuti ebailhtlaselt.

Rohkem kui kaks kolmandikku Aseri ja Kihnu
vallas 2000. aasta rahvaloendusel loendatutest elas
sameas vallas ka 1989. aasta loenduse gjal. Seevastu
dla poole loendatutest elas samas elukohas
Vasdlemma, Alajée, Ruhnu, Viimsi, Keila, Harku
ja Kohila vallas (teemakaart 4). Maakonniti oli
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kdige vahem eelmise loendusega vorrel des elukohta
vahetanuid Ida-Virumaal. Suhteliselt enam elukoha
vahetgjaid oli Rapla, Jarva- ja Jdgevamaa
(diagramm 16, teemakaart 5).

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PLACE OF BIRTH AND BIRTH COUNTRY OF PARENTS. PLACE OF
RESIDENCE IN THE 1989 POPULATION CENSUS

The third publication of the 2000 Population and
Housing Census (hereinafter the Census) provides
the Census results on the place of birth of
population and migration. The persons enumerated
were inquired after the place of residence of 12
January 1989 and the place of birth. Thus it could
be found out if the place of residence and place of
birth were in the same settlement as the present
place of residence. If the place of residence had
changed, the persons who were born/ who stayed in
Estonia had to record the settlement, rural
municipality and county; the persons who stayed/
were born in foreign countries had to record the
country. With regard to the parents place of birth
the country was inquired after. The persons who
were born in foreign countries had to record the
last year of arrival.

The tables provide comparisons with the results of
the 1989 Population Census, the overview presents
comparisons with the datistical estimation
concerning migration.

The 2000 Population Census enables to find out the
rate of settled population, migration and descent of
the population. The rate of settled population can
be estimated comparing the person’s place of
residence with the place of birth and with the place
of residence of the previous Census. The descent
can be estimated on the proportion of persons
living in the country of birth of their parents. The
differences between the permanent place of
residence and place of birth, but also between the
place of residence and the place of residence of the
previous Census are caused by migration. But the
same place of residence as the place of birth and

the place of residence of the previous Census does
not indicate the absence of migration. The person
could return to his’her place of birth or the place of
residence of the previous Census after changing the
place of residence for several times. The processes
in migration cannot be restored on the basis of the
Census data. To find out the previous place of
residence and place of birth is dill the only
possibility to analyse the rate of settled population
and descent of the population, taking into
consideration the sex, age, nationality, citizenship
and many other indicators.

Place of birth

All the respondents were inquired after the data of
the place of birth. In the case of persons born in
Estonia the settlement of birth was recorded, in the
case of persons born in foreign countries the
country of birth was recorded. The persons who
were born in the Republic of Estonia within the
borders established according to Tartu Peace
Treaty up to 1 January 1945, were marked
separately in the tables. According to the
classification of countries Russia was considered
their place of birth. The parents' place of birth in
the former area of the Republic of Estonia was
recorded according to the person's statement
(Estonia or Russia). The mother’s (permanent)
place of residence at the time of the birth of the
person was considered the person’s place of birth,
not the location of the hospital where the person
was born. This may cause some discrepancies in
the territorial distribution of births in comparison
with vital events' statistics.

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Four fifths of the population were born in Estonia.
More persons who were born in foreign countries
live in cities. Every fourth woman living in the city
was born in a foreign country (Table A).

The comparison with the 1989 Population Census
indicates that in 2000 the proportion of persons
living in their place of birth has increased.
According to the 1989 Census data Estonia was the
country of birth for 73.7% of population of Estonia

and Tallinn was the city of birth for 49.6% of
inhabitants of Tallinn (according to the 2000
Census data the respective indicators were 80.8
and 50.4%). Consequently the relative number of
the persons who have left Estonia and who were
born in a foreign country is higher (Diagram1).
These changes have also been caused by the high
migration turnover (sum of arrivals and
departures) for decades accompanied by the low
rate of settlement.

The most indigenous population is in Tallinn,
Tartu, Kohtla-Jérve and Péarnu. Hence, the rate of
settled population depends on the size of the city as

well as on bigger options of jobs. The different age
structure of these cities also has a great impact on
the rate of settled population.

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Urban population is more indigenous in
comparison with rural population with regard of
the place of birth, males are more indigenous as
compared to females.

In the 2000 Population Census the percentage of
population living in the rural municipality of birth
was the highest in the following rural
municipalities: Kihnu, Piirissaare, Mustjala, Muhu,
Leisi, Meremde, Misso, Peipsidare, Limanda,
Valjala, Mikitamée, Haanja, Kasepda, Poide,
Varska and Korgessaare (over 60%). The
population of idands and periphery is more
indigenous (Thematic map 1).

The percentage of population living in the rural
municipality of birth was smaller in Vasalemma,
Saue, Viims, Harku, Ulenurme, Keila, Vaivara,
Paikuse and Tahtvere rural municipalities. These
rural municipalities are distant hinterlands of cities
where many citizens have built new houses or
rebuilt the summer cottages for permanent place of
residence. Many persons born in foreign countries
have inhabited Vasalemma, Harku and Vaivara
rural municipality (Table 13).

Comparison of counties (total population of cities
and rural municipalities) allows making some
generalisation about the population formation in
the different parts of Estonia (Diagram 6). The
average indicators are also influenced by the
percentage of urban population which differs by
counties. Inhabitants of Hiilumaa and Saaremaa are
more indigenous with regard to the place of birth.
Fewer persons have stayed in their place of birth in
Jarva, Rapla and Laane-Viru counties. The reason
for this is change of the place of residence within
the county (Paide-Tiri, Kohila—Rapla, Tapa—
Rakvere) and fewer possihilitiesto find a job in the
same county. The last mentioned reason has
favoured peopl€’s inhabiting in Tallinn (Thematic
map 7).

Table D. Population born in foreign countries, 2000

252,266 persons were born in foreign countries,
this accounts for 18.4% of the population
(Table A).

The population born in foreign countries is
distributed heterogeneously by territory. This is
mainly caused by the Second World War and the
following Soviet occupation. Consequently Narva
city lost almost entirely the postpartum population
after bombing and hostility. The percentage of
immigrants is rather high in several industrial
settlements. The proportion of persons born in
foreign countries is relatively high in the following
cities:. Narva, Sllamée, Narva-Joesuu, Loksa,
Paldiski, Maardu, Kohtla-Jarve, Johvi, Kividli,
Kehra, PUssi, Tapa, Kunda and Valga. The share of
persons born in foreign countries is high in
Vaivara, lIlluka, Alajée and Vasalemma rural
municipality (Thematic map 2).

The number of persons born in foreign countriesis
relatively small in Kilingi-Némme, Suure-Jaani,
Kuressaare, Kéardla, Térva and Pdltsamaa city and
in rural municipalities of Hiiumaa and Saaremaa
county and in Varbla, Tori, Tostamaa, Kaiu, Suure-
Jaani and Vigala rural municipalities.

The thematic map 7 shows the proportion of
different municipalities as the place of hirth of
persons aged 11 and older who were enumerated in
Tallinn. The percentage of persons settled in
Tallinn is relatively higher among the persons who
were born in cities and rural municipalities nearer
to Tallinn as compared to those born in the
counties of Southern, Eastern and Southwestern
Estonia. Hiiumaa also belongs to the sphere of
influence of migration into Tallinn. It must be taken
into account that the respective indicator has been
influenced by the persons who have stayed in their
place of birth and those who have settled in foreign
countries.

Many persons born in Russia, Ukraine and
Byelorussia live in Estonia. From these countries
migrants have arrived in Estonia for decades.

The percentage of persons bornin foreign countries
is the highest among Russians, followed by
Estonians, Ukrainians and  Byelorussians
(Diagrams 2, 3, 11). Diagram 4 shows the country
of birth of the population of Tallinn by
nationalities. Diagram 5 reflects the distribution of
population of Tallinn by the place of birth.
Diagram 7 shows the sex and age distribution of
the persons born in Estonia.

The persons born in foreign countries are mainly
aged 35-74. Most numerous are persons aged
60-64. This age group is largest among Estonians
as well as among Russians which also reflects
intensive migration from Russia during 1950s and
1960s. The percentage of females aged 70-74 born
in foreign countriesis also high (Diagram 10).

The Census results also indicate the period of
immigration into Estonia (Diagram 12). In the case
of persons whose place of birth is in the former
territory of the Republic of Estonia which now
belongs to Russia the year of immigration was not
recorded.

Migration statistics enable to find out the origin of
the immigrants of the nineties. In 1995-1999, 7,585
immigrants were registered from foreign countries
into Estonia. 37.4% of them were citizens of
Estonia. The immigrants from Russia accounted for
61.2%, from Finland 7.6% and from Ukraine 7.4%.
The rest 23.8% was divided between other
countries.

Parents country of birth

Comparison of the country of birth of the person
and his/her parents enables to find out the descent
of sub-populations (urban and rural population,
Estonians and non-Estonians). The comparison of
the country of birth of Estonians and both their
parentsis presented in Table F.

Both parents are recorded for 87.4% of permanent
residents of Estonia. 77.2% of persons born in
Estonia had both parents born in Estonia also
(Diagram 8). The country of birth is Estonia for
86.4% of Estonians and both their parents.
Diagram 9 reflects the distribution of population of
Tallinn born in Estonia by parents country of
birth. Two thirds of the population of Tallinn born
in Estonia have both parents born in Estonia also.

Comparison of the data of parents country of birth
with the person’s place of birth enables to find out
the proportion of settled population in
municipalities. The percentage of settled population

is relatively high in the following cities: Suure-
Jaani, Kilingi-Ndmme and Kuressaare, and besides
of the rural municipalities of Hiiumaa and
Saaremaa counties also in Varbla, Tori, Haanja,
Otepédé and ToOstamaa. The proportion of the
parents born in Estonia is low in Sllamée, Narva,
Narva-Joesuu, Maardu, Kohtla-Jéarve, Paldiski,
Loksa, Johvi, Kividli, Kehra, Plssi and Tapa cities
and in Vaivara, Vasalemma, Aseri and Alajde rural
municipality (Thematic map 3). Diagram 13 shows
the distribution of population born in foreign
countries by parents’ country of birth.

The population of Narva and Kohtla-Jarve is more
indigenous, less indigenous is the population in
Paide, Jogeva and Rapla. Diagram 15 reflects the
distribution of population of Tallinn city districts by
the place of residence in the 1989 Population
Census.

More than two thirds of the population enumerated
in Aseri and Kihnu rural municipalities in the 2000
Population Census were living in the same rural
municipality also in the 1989 Population Census.
But less than a half of the enumerated population in
Vasalemma, Alajde, Ruhnu, Viimsi, Keila, Harku
and Kohila rural municipalities lived in the same

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rural municipality also in the 1989 Population
Census (Thematic map 4). By counties, the share of
persons who have changed their place of residence
compared to the previous Census is the lowest in
Ida-Viru county. The relative proportion of those
who have changed their place of residence is the
highest in Rapla, Jarva and Jdgeva counties
(Diagram 16, Thematic map 5).

The results of the Population Census allow
comparison of the person’s nationality and his/her
parents country of birth. 88% of Estonians have
both parents born in Estonia and 55% of Russians
have both parents born in Russia.
