Kiisiti, kas loendatav
tootas loenduseelsel niddalal (20.—26. mértsil 2000)
iihe tunni voi rohkem voi oli td6tu (otsis aktiivselt
todd ja oli valmis td6le asuma), ajateenija,
(tli)opilane, pensionidr, kodune voi ei todtanud
muudel pohjustel. Tootajatelt kiisiti pohitookohta
vOi tooandja nime (vastamine oli vabatahtlik),
pohitookoha/pohitodandja  tegevusala, todtamise
koha aadressi, tooalast staatust ja ametit pohit6o-
kohal ning téonddala pikkust tundides kokku ja
pohitdokohal.

Kogumik  kisitleb  majanduslikult  aktiivse
rahvastiku (tootajate ja tootute) arvu, osatdhtsust
ning koosseisu soo, vanuse, rahvuse, kodakondsuse,
hariduse, emakeele ja vodrkeelte oskuse jérgi ning
jaotust elukoha jdrgi. Moningaid andmeid
rahvastiku majandusliku aktiivsuse kohta leidub ka
rahvaloenduse V—VIII kogumikus.

Tootajaid kasitletakse tegevus- ja ametiala jargi,
kasutades Eesti majanduse tegevusalade
klassifikaatorit (EMTAK) ja Eesti ametite
klassifikaatorit."

Tootajaid vaadeldakse ka pohitookoha/pShitédand-
ja tegevusalade jérgi seostatult elukoha, soo,
rahvuse, t0dalase  staatuse ja  ametialade
peariithmadega, toGtajaid ametialade jérgi seostatult
elukoha, soo, vanuse, rahvuse ja haridustasemega.

Kogumik sisaldab ka andmeid todtajate elu- ja
tootamise koha seoste kohta. Todtajate toonddala
pikkust seostatakse nende elukoha, todalase
staatuse, s00, vanuse ning tegevus- ja ametialaga.

Tootajate arvu  elukoha, soo, vanuse ja
haridustaseme jargi vOrreldakse 1989. aasta rahva-
loenduse andmetega. To6tajate jaotust tegevusala ja
soo jargi vorreldakse 1934. aasta rahvaloenduse
andmetega. TOOtajate jaotus tegevus- ja ametiala
jargi ei ole aga vorreldav N&ukogude Liidus
korraldatud rahvaloenduste andmetega.

Rahvaloenduse = andmete  puhul  kasutatakse
iildkogumina Eestis elavat rahvastikku (15-aastased
ja vanemad), kuid t66j0u-uuring kasutab {ild-
kogumina Eestis elavat tooealist rahvastikku (15—
74-aastased). Rahvaloenduse ja t6djou-uuringu
andmed ei ole tdielikult vorreldavad, kuna
suhtnditajate  arvutamisel esineb  metoodilisi
erinevusi.

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Meeste hulgas oli majanduslikult aktiivseid nii
arvuliselt kui ka suhteliselt rohkem kui naiste
hulgas, sest meeste to6iga on pikem kui naistel,
naiste seas oli tunduvalt rohkem pensioniealisi ning
osa nooremaid naisi hooldas last voi lapsi ja oli
seega ajutiselt tooturult véljas. Osatdhtsuse poolest
oli see nii ka linnade ja valdade rahvastiku puhul.
Arvuliselt oli linnades majanduslikult aktiivseid

naisi  (tootajate arvel) rohkem kui mehi,
linnarahvastikus oli kdigis vanuserithmades suurem
naiste osatdhtsus. Valdades oli majanduslikult
aktiivseid mehi arvuliselt rohkem kui naisi, mis
seletub naiste tunduvalt madalama majandusliku
aktiivsusega maal ja naiste viikese osatdhtsusega
vallarahvastikus nende intensiivsema siirdumise
tottu maalt linnadesse (diagramm 1).

Rahvuse jargi oli majanduslikult aktiivsete ja
mitteaktiivsete osatdhtsus sarnane, vaid tootuid oli
rohkem mitte-eestlaste seas. Majanduslikult aktiiv-
sest rahvastikust moodustasid eestlased 66,6%,
venelased 26,6% ja muud rahvused 6,7%. Linnades
ja  valdades oli majanduslikult aktiivsete
rahvuskoosseis oluliselt erinev, tingituna rahvastiku
rahvuskoosseisu  erinevusest.  Linnades  oli
majanduslikult aktiivsetest eestlasi 56,6%, valdades
91,5%.

Tootajate seas oli eestlasi 68,5% ja mitte-eestlasi
31,4% (linnades vastavalt 59,2% ja 40,7%;
valdades 92,2% ja 7,7%). Eestlaste osatéhtsust
tootajate hulgas maakondades niitab teemakaart 3.

Eestlaste osatdhtsust tdotava linnarahvastiku ja
vallarahvastiku hulgas maakondades selgitavad
teemakaardid 4 ja 5.

Tootutest oli 2000. aastal eestlasi 55,2% ja mitte-
eestlasi 44,7%, linnades vastavalt 39,6% ja 60,2%,
valdades 87,8% ja 12,1%. Eestlaste ja mitte-
cestlaste osatdhtsust tootute hulgas maakondades
nditavad teemakaardid 6 ja 7.

Venemaa kodanike majanduslik aktiivsus oli
tunduvalt vidiksem kui Eesti ja teiste riikide
kodanikel. Majanduslik aktiivsus oli kdige suurem
médratlemata kodakondsusega isikutel, seda to6tute
arvel.

Too6tutest Venemaa kodanikest oli
alla 35-aastaseid 31,7%, 35-54-aastaseid 59,4%,
55-aastaseid ja vanemaid 8,9%. Muu riigi
kodanikest tootute hulgas oli alla 35-aastaseid
36,5%, 35-54-aastaseid 54,7%, S55-aastaseid ja
vanemaid 8,8%. Madratlemata kodakondsusega
tootute hulgas oli alla 35-aastaseid 43,7%, 35-54-
aastaseid 51,6%, 55-aastaseid ja vanemaid 4,7%.
Seega oli todtute Eesti kodanike ja médratlemata
kodakondsusega todtute hulgas suhteliselt rohkem
noori.

Nii tabelist D kui ka diagrammilt 4 on niha, et
majanduslikult aktiivse rahvastiku hulgas oli
suhteliselt suur kdrg- ja keskeriharidusega isikute
osatdhtsus (44,3%), sealhulgas todtajate seas 47,1%
ja tootute seas 27,0%. Samas oli suhteliselt vihe
erineva kutseharidusega isikuid — 21,6%. Kutse-
voi erialahariduseta isikuid oli 32,6%, eriti palju oli
neid tootute hulgas (43,9%). Tootutega vorreldes
oli tootajate hulgas kutse- vOi erialaharidusega
isikute osatdhtsus suurem. Voib jareldada, et kutse-
vOi erialahariduse puudumine raskendab t66
saamist.

Majanduslikult aktiivse rahvastiku nagu ka kogu
rahvastiku puhul oli naiste haridustase meeste
omast korgem. Kui majanduslikult aktiivsetest
meestest oli korg- voi keskeriharidusega 38,7%, siis

majanduslikult aktiivsetest naistest koguni 50,2%.
Seevastu majanduslikult aktiivsetest naistest oli
kutseharidus vaid 17,8%-1, meestest aga 25,3%-1.
Majanduslikult aktiivsetest naistest oli kutse- voi
erialahariduseta 30,6%, meestest 34,4%. Tdotajate
haridustase oli tunduvalt korgem kui tootutel, seda
nii meeste kui naiste osas.

2000. aasta rahvaloenduse andmetel oli toonddala
kogupikkus 40 tundi 66,6%-1 tootajatest ja alla 40
tunni 11,1%-1 tootajatest. Ule 40 tunni nédalas
todtas rahvaloenduse andmetel 110011 tdotajat
(20,2%), neist 27 402 41-47 tundi nidalas, 50 450
48-65 tundi nidalas ja 32 159 iile 56 tunni nidalas.
Ule normaalaja té6tajaid oli rohkem meeste seas —
66 198 (24,5%), naiste seas oli neid 43 813
(16,0%). Toonddala kogupikkus jai teadmata 1,5%
tootajate puhul. Tootajatest 0,6% olid ajateenijad,
kellelt toonéddala pikkust ei kiisitud.

Nii meeste kui ka naiste tooniddala kogupikkus oli
valdavalt 40 tundi. Alla 40 tunni td6tavaid mehi oli
6,9% ja naisi 15,2%, iile 40 tunni nddalas to6tavaid
mehi oli 24,5% ja naisi 16,0% (diagramm 16).

40 tundi
nddalas tootas 64,7% tootavatest eestlastest, alla 40
tunni 11,5% ja tle 40 tunni 21,9% tootavatest
eestlastest.

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ECONOMICALLY ACTIVE POPULATION

The 2000 Population and Housing Census
examined the economic activity and work
relationship of the population aged 15 years and
older. The respondents were asked if they had been
working in the week preceding the Census (20-26
March 2000) for one hour or more, or if he or she
was unemployed (seeking actively work and ready
to start work), conscript, student (pupil), pensioner,
homemaker or not working for other reasons.
Employed persons were asked about their main
place of work or the name of the employer (the
answering was voluntary), the economic activity of
the main place of work / main employer, address of
the main place of work, employment status and
occupation at the main place of work and the length
of the working week in hours in total and at the
main place of work.

The publication deals with the number, proportion
and distribution of the economically active
population (employed and unemployed persons) by
sex, age, ethnic nationality, citizenship, education,
mother tongue and knowledge of foreign languages
as well as by the place of residence. Some data on
the economic activity of the population can also be
found in the Census publication Volumes V-VIII.

Employed persons are also examined by branch of
economic activity and occupation according to the
Estonian Classification of Economic Activities
(EMTAK) and  Estonian  Classification  of
Occupations.'

Employed persons are observed by branches of
economic activity of their main place of work /
main employer in relation to the place of residence,
sex, ethnic nationality, employment status and
main  groups of occupations;, with regard

to occupations, the employed persons are observed
in relation to their place of residence, sex, age,
ethnic nationality and educational attainment. The
publication includes also data on the relations
between the employed persons’ place of residence
and place of work. The length of the working week
is viewed in relation to the employed persons’ place
of residence, employment status, sex, age, branch of
economic activity and occupation.

The number of employees by place of residence,
sex, age and educational attainment are compared
to the 1989 Census data. The distribution of
employed persons by branch of economic activity
and sex are compared to the 1934 Census data. The
distribution of employed persons by branch of
economic activity and occupation, however, are not
comparable to the data collected in the censuses
conducted in the Soviet Union.

The population used for Census data is the
population (aged 15 years and older) living in
Estonia, however, the population used in the labour
force survey is the population of working age (15—
74 years) living in Estonia. The data of the Census
and the labour force survey are not completely
comparable as there are methodological
differences in calculating the indicators.

Population by economic activity.
Composition of economically active
population

Population divides by socio-economic status into
economically active and inactive. The economically
active population comprises the employed and
unemployed persons.

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The number as well as the proportion of
economically active persons was larger among
males than among females: the working life of
males is longer, there were considerably more
pension-aged females than males, and a number of
younger women were on a child care leave and thus
temporarily out of the labour market. These
proportions were corresponding for the population
of cities and rural municipalities. Economically
active females outnumbered males (on account of

employed persons) in cities, the proportion of
females was large in all the age groups in the
urban population. In rural municipalities, the
number of economically active males was larger
than the number of females who are economically
much less active in rural areas, the share of
females in the population of rural municipalities is
also smaller as they tend to move more often from
rural areas to cities (Diagram 1).

By ethnic nationality, the proportions of
economically active and inactive persons were more
or less the same, there were only more unemployed
persons among non-Estonians. 66.6% of the
economically active population were Estonians,
26.6% were Russians and 6.7% were of other
ethnic nationality. The ethnic composition of the
economically active population in cities and rural
municipalities was considerably different, caused
by differences in the ethnic composition of the
population. 56.6% of Estonians in cities and 91.5%
in rural municipalities were economically active.

Among employed persons, 68.5% of Estonians and
31.4% of non-Estonians were employed (in cities,
59.2% ja 40.7%, respectively; in  rural
municipalities, 92.2% and 7.7%). Thematic map 3
shows the proportion of Estonians among employed

population in counties, thematic maps 4 and 5 show
the respective proportions for urban and rural
population.

Among unemployed persons, 55.2% of Estonians
and 44.7% of non-Estonians were unemployed,
39.6% and 60.2%, respectively in cities, and 87.8%
and 12.1% in rural municipalities. Thematic maps
6 and 7 show the proportions of Estonians and non-
Estonians among the unemployed in counties.

The economic activity of Russian citizens was
considerably lower than that of the citizens of
Estonia and other countries. The economic activity
was the highest for persons with unspecified
citizenship, mainly on account of unemployed
persons.

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79.6% of economically active persons were
Estonian citizens (73.2% in cities and 95.7% in
rural municipalities). Russian citizens made up
5.6%, citizens of other countries formed 0.8%,
persons with unspecified citizenship — 13.8% and
0.2% were persons whose citizenship was unknown
(Diagram 3).

81.4% of employed persons were Estonian citizens,
5.2% were Russian citizens, 0.7% were citizens of
other countries, the citizenship was unspecified in
the case of 12.5% and unknown in the case of 0.2%.
Of unemployed persons, 68.9% had Estonian and
8.2% had Russian citizenship, 0.7% had a
citizenship of another country, 21.9% were persons

whose citizenship was unspecified and 0.3% were
persons whose citizensip was unknown.

Of unemployed Estonian citizens, 43.5% were
under 35 years old, 48.9% were aged 3554, 7.6%
were 55 years old or older. Of unemployed Russian
citizens, 31.7% were 35 years old, 59.4% were
aged 35-54, 8.9% were 55 years old or older. Of
unemployed citizens of other countries, 36.5% were
under 35 years old, 54.7% were aged 3554, 8.8%
were 55 years old or older. Of unemployed persons,
whose citizenship was not specified, 43.7% were
under 35 years old, 51.6% were aged 35—-54, 4.7%
were 55 years old or older. Thus, the proportion of
younger people was relatively larger among
unemployed Estonian citizens and persons with
unspecified citizenship.

Both Table D as well as Diagram 4 show that the
economically active population include a rather
large proportion of persons with higher and
professional secondary education (44.3%), of
which 47.1% among employed persons and 27.0%
among unemployed persons. At the same time, the
proportion of persons with different vocational
education was fairly small — 21.6%. Persons with
vocational education or no professional education
made up 32.6%, their share was especially large
among unemployed persons (43.9%). The share of
persons with vocational or professional education
was larger among employed than among
unemployed persons. This gives reason to conclude
that the lack of vocational or professional
education makes it more difficult to find work.

The educational attainment of females was higher
than that of males in the case of economically
active as well as in the case of the total population.

On the other
hand, only 17.8% of economically active females
had vocational education, the respective proportion
for males was 25.3%. Of economically active
females, 30.6% had no vocational or professional
education, of males — 34.4%. The educational
attainment of employed persons was considerably
higher than that of unemployed persons, both in the
case of males and females.

Both in cities and rural municipalities, the unemployed in cities (23.9% and 21.6%,

In rural municipalities, the proportion of persons
with vocational education, who had not found a job
corresponding to their qualification after the
dissolution of state and collective farms, was
relatively large among unemployed persons

The knowledge of languages is important in getting
a job. Since the answering to the question about the
knowledge of foreign languages was voluntary,
14.2% of the population left this question
unanswered.

The 2000 Census
enumerated 544,650 employed persons or 39.8% of
the total population or 48.5% of the population
aged 15 years or older. Thus, the number of
employees between the censuses had decreased by
305,821 or 36%. The number of employed persons
had decreased in all age groups. The number of
employed persons decreased most in the age groups
15-19 years, 20-34 years and 65 years and older,
which could partly be explained by the decrease in
the total population number in the period between
the censuses (the number of 15—74-year-olds fell by
91,248), as well as by the decline in the number of
work places.

Diagram 5 and Table H show the decline in the
proportion of employed persons in different age
groups. The decrease in the number of employed
persons is mostly connected with the decrease in
the proportion of employed persons, both in all age
groups, and among males and females.

The decrease in the proportion of employed persons
in cities was slightly smaller than in rural
municipalities. In 1989 the proportion of employed
persons was 72.4% in cities and 63.8% in rural
municipalities; in 2000, 51.1% and 43.1%,
respectively. If the share of employed persons in
urban and rural population in all 5-year age
groups had remained the same as in 1989, the
number of employed persons would have been by
about 208,000 or 27.6% larger in 2000 than
according to the Census data.

The 2000 Census enumerated 88,199 unemployed
persons. Diagram 6 shows that the unemployment
rate for all age groups (except 65 years old and
older) is higher in rural municipalities than in
cities.

In 2000 the proportion of employed persons was
larger than 50% only in Harju and Hiiu counties,

but smaller than 40% in Polva and Voru counties
(Thematic map 1). The employment of urban
population in 2000 exceeded 50% in Rapla, Hiiu,
Saare, Harju, Lddne, Pdrnu and Jdrva counties,
employment was the lowest in Ida-Viru cities
(43.7%). The employment was below 40% in
Narva-Joesuu  (32.6%), Moisakiila  (34.0%),
Mustvee (34.1%), Kallaste (34.3%), Kivioli
(38.4%), Vohma (39.0%). The employment of
population in 2000 was less than 40% in rural
municipalities of the following seven counties —
Pélva (33.8%), Voru (34.3%), Jogeva (36.5%), lda-
Viru (37.6%), Valga (37.7%), Tartu (37.7%) and
Viljandi (39.0%) counties.

The employment rate of 15-year-old and older
persons in 1989 was the highest in Harju (73.3%),
Ida-Viru (72.6%,), Hiiu (70.5%) and Lddne counties
(70.2%), and the lowest in Pélva (61.7%), Voru
(63.0%), Jogeva counties (63.3%). This can also be
seen in thematic map 2. By counties, the
employment of wurban population ranged from
65.9% to 77%, and that of rural population ranged
from 56.5% to 71.9%.

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Compared to 1989, the number of employed
persons with and without basic education had
decreased most and the number of employed
persons with higher education had decreased the
least by the year 2000, therefore also the
proportion of employed persons with higher and
also secondary education increased significantly
among the labour force.

Same as earlier, the educational attainment of
employed females was higher than that of males. In
2000, 19.2% of employed males and 24.0% of
females had higher education, 22.7% of males and
28.2% of females had professional secondary
education (Diagram §8).

The educational attainment of employed persons
was higher in cities than in rural municipalities
both in 1989 and 2000, especially in the case of
higher and professional secondary education.

Persons with secondary education made up the
largest  proportion of unemployed persons,
especially among females (46.2%,). The proportion
of persons with basic education was larger among
unemployed males and the proportion of persons
with higher and professional secondary education
was  larger  among  unemployed  females
(Diagram 11).

Branches of economic activity of
employed persons’ place of work /
employer

The distribution of employed persons by main place
of work / main branch of economic activity (sector

of economy) of employer characterises the economy
of the State with respect to the employment rate and
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allows to assess the structural changes in the
economy in comparison with the data of previous
censuses.

With respect to the distribution by main branch of
economic activity, the 2000 Census data are not
comparable with those collected in the Soviet time
censuses, as the classification of economic units by
economic activity was different and also the
economic units had a completely different
composition. For example, agricultural production
was the main activity for 192 collective farms, 126
state farms and a few enterprises of holdings
enumerated in the 1989 Census, while according to
the central database of the Ministry of Justice
registry departments of courts, in 2000 11,828 sole
proprietors and companies were operating in the
field of agriculture, hunting and forestry. In 1989
there were 284 manufacturing enterprises, in 2000
the register included 482 sole proprietors, 5,650
companies and 20 branches of foreign companies
operating in mining and manufacturing. 8 fishing
collective farms were active in the fishing activity
in 1989, and in 2000 — 1,018 sole proprietors and
201 companies. Instead of former economic units,
which were operating in several branches of
activity and fell under one main economic activity,
the economic units have been broken down into
different sectors of economy not comparable to the
former main branch of activity.

In the 1934 Census, employed persons divided by
branches of economic activity according to the
contemporary international classification,
therefore, irrespective of a few changes, the 2000
data are comparable with those of 1934.

The comparison shows that the distribution of
employed persons by economic activity in 2000
differs from that of 1934, this reflects the socio-
economic development of the society.

Estonia was mainly an agricultural country in
1934. Agriculture, hunting and forestry employed
65.9% of all employees in 1934, but only 5.3% in
2000. By the year 2000, the proportion of employed
persons in manufacturing activity had grown from
11.7% to 21.9%, and the proportion of employed
persons in construction activity had grown from
2.5% to 6.6%. The proportion of persons employed
in economic activities connected with services had
increased considerably.
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In 2000 manufacturing held the first place with
respect to the number and proportion of employed
persons, next came wholesale and retail trade,
repair of motor vehicles and household goods, and
education was on the third position. Thematic map
8 shows the proportion of agricultural, hunting and
forestry workers in counties. It appears that the
respective proportion was especially small (less
than 2%) in Harju and Ida-Viru counties, and large
in Jarva (20.5%) and Jogeva (19.2%) counties.
Thematic map 9 shows that the proportion of
persons employed in manufacturing was smaller
than the average of Estonia (21.9%) in Jogeva
(18.6%), Tartu (18.9%), Jdrva (19.5%) and Harju
counties (19.6%), and the largest in Ida-Viru
county (28.8%).

Diagram 9 illustrates the prevalence of males in
economic activities connected with production and
the prevalence of females in service activities in the
year 2000. Diagram 10 shows that in all major
groups of economic activities, except in mining, the
majority of persons employed in 2000 were
Estonians. The proportion of non-Estonians among
employed persons was fairly large in electricity,
gas and water supply, fishing, transport, storage
and communication, and in manufacturing. The
majority of employed persons of all main groups of
economic activities were salaried employees. There
were fairly more sole proprietors only in
agriculture, hunting, forestry and fishing than in
other activities. 87.1% of persons employed in
agriculture, hunting and forestry lived in rural
municipalities.

Occupations of employed persons

In the 2000 Census, persons employed were divided
into 10 major groups of occupations, which were
further broken down into sub-major groups, minor
groups and unit groups. The classification reflects
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the character of work and qualification of employed
persons.

Employed persons were broken down by
occupation on different basis in the censuses
conducted in the Soviet Union. Employed persons
were divided into those doing mental and physical
work, and these were further divided by branch of
economic activity. Occupations common to many
different activities, were included under one
economic activity, for example, metal moulders
were classified, irrespective of their place of work,
into the group of metal, machinery and related
trades workers. Therefore the data on occupations
of employed persons collected in the 1989 and 2000
censuses are not comparable.

The representation of the major groups of many
occupations is fairly even. According to the 2000
Census data, the proportion of craft and related
trades workers was the largest among employed
persons — 15.6%, next came technicians and
associate professionals (13.4%), professionals
(12.9%), legislators, senior officials and managers
(12.4%), service workers and shop and market
sales workers (12.3%), plant and machine
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operators and assemblers (11.9%), elementary
occupations (10.6%), clerks (5.8%), skilled
agricultural and fishery workers (2.6%), armed
Jforces (1.2%).

There were more males among craft and related
trades workers (24.2%), plant and machine
operators and assemblers (18.6%), legislators,
senior officials and managers (16.1%), and more
females among service workers and shop and
market sales workers (18.5%), technicians and
associate professionals (18.1%), professionals
(17.8%) and in elementary occupations (11.8%,).

The comparison of the ethnic distribution of
persons by occupations shows that in 2000 there
were more Estonians among legislators, senior
officials and managers (14.0%), professionals
(14.4%), technicians and associate professionals
(14.4%), service workers and shop and market

sales workers (12.5%). On the other hand, Russians
and persons of other ethnic nationality prevailed
among craft and related trades workers (21.6%),
plant and machine operators and assemblers
(14.3%) and in elementary occupations (14.6%,).

The comparison of urban and rural areas shows
that there were more professionals, technicians and
associate professionals, legislators, senior officials
and managers, clerks, service workers and shop
and market sales workers, craft and related trades
workers in cities. Plant and machine operators and
assemblers, skilled agricultural and fishery workers
and elementary occupations prevailed in rural
municipalities  (Diagram  12). The largest
proportion of employed persons lived in cities,
except skilled agricultural and fishery workers, of
whom 85.6% lived in rural municipalities.

workers, skilled agricultural and fishery workers,
and legislators, senior officials and managers, and
females were in majority among clerks, service
workers and shop and market sales workers,
professionals, and technicians and associate
professionals (Diagram 13). This also shows the
work distribution of males and females in the
society.

In all the major groups of occupations, Estonians
form the largest proportion. In 2000, Russians
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made up 24.9% and persons of other ethnic

nationality accounted for 6.5% of all employed
persons, there were more Russians among craft and
related trades workers (35.2%), in elementary
occupations (34.1%), and among plant and
machine operators and assemblers (29.8%). The
proportion of persons of other ethnic nationality
was larger than average among persons employed
in elementary occupations (9.4%), craft and related
trades workers (8.4%), and plant and machine
operators and assemblers (8.2%) (Diagram 14).
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More than half of employed persons were 35—54
years old, slightly over one third were aged 15-34
years and about 15% were 55 years old and older.
The proportion of 65-year-old and older employed
persons was small — 2.2%.

The proportion of under 35-year-old persons was
smaller than average in the armed forces (79.3%),
among service workers and shop and market sales
workers (43.5%), techmicians and associate
professionals (39.0%) and clerks (36.9%). The
proportion of 15-34-year-old persons was below
30% in elementary occupations (25.1%), among
skilled agricultural and fishery workers (26.0%),
professionals (28.0%), and legislators, senior
officials and managers (28.7%). The proportion of
55-year-old and older persons was larger than
average in elementary occupations (26.5%), among
professionals (19.7%), and skilled agricultural and
fishery workers (17.8%).

Table M and Diagram 15 show the educational
attainment of employed persons by major groups of
occupations. According to the 2000 Census data,
professionals, legislators, senior officials and
managers, were more highly educated, even though
a large proportion of them had no higher
education. The educational attainment of managers
of large and small enterprises was different. The
share of persons with higher education was
considerably smaller and the proportion of persons
with secondary education was considerably larger
among managers of small enterprises. Large
proportion  of  technicians  and  associate
professionals and clerks, as well as of service
workers and shop and market sales workers had
professional secondary and secondary education.
One quarter of skilled agricultural and fishery
workers, craft and related trades workers, plant
and machine operators and assemblers and persons
in elementary occupations had completed higher or
professional secondary education.

Place of work of employed persons

In the 2000 Census, the enumerated persons had no
obligation to answer the question about the name of
the place of work or the name of the main
employer, therefore many respondents also did not
disclose the address of the place of work. Such
persons totalled 67,256 or 12.3% of the total
number of employed persons. 64,300 or 16.4% of
employed persons left this question unanswered in
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cities, the respective numbers for rural munipalities
were 2,956 or 1.9%. The proportion of non-
respondents was especially large in Tallinn
(26.8%). Tallinn accounts for 73.2% of the total
non-response. The address of the place of work was
missing in the case of 16.7% of employed persons
in Valga, 16.3% in Maardu, 11.4% in Saue, 10.5%
in Sillamde, 10.4% in Kohtla-Jirve, 10.0% in
Narva, 9.1% in Pdrnu, 8.6% in Johvi. The non-
response was smaller in other cities.

88% of the employed population lived and worked
in the same county, Thematic map 10 shows the
proportions of such population by counties. The
proportions were the largest in Ida-Viru (91.2%)
and Harju (90.3%) counties and the smallest in
Rapla county (73.3%) where a fairly large number
of persons worked in another county (15.2%),
including in Tallinn. Permanent place of work was
missing in the case of 10% of employed persons
living in Rapla county.

74.9% of the employed population worked and
lived in the same city. Thematic map 11 shows the
proportions of persons working and living in the
same city by counties. Tartu and Harju counties
stand out as cities where the proportion of such
population is large (79.4% and 78.2%,
respectively), whereas  the  corresponding
proportions are small in Jirva (63.3%), Rapla
(64.3%) and Viljandi (65.7%) counties. 11.7% of
the employed urban population of Jirva county
worked in rural municipalities of the same county,
7.0% worked in another city of the same county,
6.0% worked in another county, and permanent
place of work was missing in the case of 9.7%.
15.0% of the employed population of Rapla city
worked in another county, 10.1% worked in rural
municipalities of Rapla county, and 7.7% had no
permanent place of work. 16.0% of the employed
urban population of Viljandi county worked in
rural municipalities of the same county, 4.8%
worked in another county, and 8.2% had no
permanent place of work.

Thematic map 12 illustrates the proportion of
employed persons working and living in the same
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rural municipality by counties. It appears that the
proportion of persons living and working in the
same county is the largest in Valga county (60.0%),
and smaller than average in Harju (32.7%) and
Tartu (39.5%) counties. 48.6% of the employed
population of rural municipalities of Harju county
worked in the cities of the same county (mostly in
Tallinn), 4.6% worked in another rural
municipality of the same county, 4.0% worked at
home / on one’s own farm, 7.7% had no permanent
place of work. Only 0.9% of employed persons
worked outside Harju county or in other counties of
Estonia. 38.7% of the employed population of rural
municipalities of Tartu county worked in cities of
the same county, most often in Tartu, 4.6% worked
in another rural municipality of the same county,
5.3% worked at home / on one’s own farm, 2.6%
worked in another county and 3.1% had no
permanent place of work. 46.1% of the employed
population of rural municipalities of Viljandi
county worked and lived in the same rural
municipality, 26.6% worked in other cities of the
same county, 6.2% worked in another rural
municipality of the same county and 5.9% worked
at home / on one’s own farm, 4.9% worked in
another county and 8.6% did not have a permanent
place of work.

Of employed persons living in Tallinn, 82.6% also
worked in the capital city and 7.8% did not have a
permanent place of work. Thematic map 13 shows
the proportions of employed population who work
and live in the same city district by districts of
Tallinn. It appears that only a small proportion of
employed persons living in Haabersti, Pirita and
Kristiine districts also work in the same district.
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The number of work places is likewise small in
Mustamde and Nomme districts. 39.6% of
employed persons living in Pirita district worked in
the city centre, the respective proportions for
Nomme, Kristiine, Mustamde, Haabersti, Lasnamdie
and Pohja-Tallinn districts were 33.6%, 32.7%,
30.4%, 28.9%, 26.6% and 25.3%.

Length of the working week of employed
persons

As a rule, the working week in Estonia is 40 hours
long. According to the 2000 Census data, the
working week was 40 hours for 66.6% of employed
persons and less than 40 hours for 11.1% of
employed persons. 110,011 employed persons
(20.2%) worked over 40 hours a week: 27,402
worked 41—47 hours, 50,450 worked 48—65 hours
and 32,159 worked more than 56 hours. The
number of persons working overtime was larger
among males — 66,198 (24.5%), females working
overtime numbered 43,813 (16.0%,). The length of
the working week remained unknown in the case of
1.5% of employed persons. 0.6% of employed
persons were conscripts who were not asked the
question about the length of the working week.

The total length of working week of both males and
females was mainly 40 hours. 6.9% of males and
15.2% of females worked less than 40 hours and
24.5% of males and 16.0% of females worked over
40 hours (Diagram 16). There were males and
females working less than 40 hours a week in all
age groups. However, their share was larger
among 15—19-year-olds, 60-year-old and older
employed males and 55-year-old and older
employed females. There were also males and
females working more than 40 hours a week in all
age groups. Their share was larger among 30—44-
year-old employed males (over 27%) and 35-54-
year-old and older employed females (over 17%).

There are no big differences in the distribution of
Estonians and all employed persons as regards the
length of working week. 64.7% of employed
Estonians worked 40 hours a week, 11.5% worked
less than 40 hours and 21.9% worked over 40
hours. 8.6% of all employed persons worked less
than 35 hours a week, their proportion by counties
can be seen on the Thematic map 14. The
proportion of such persons was larger in Tartu
(11.6%) and Polva (11.2%) counties. Compared to
other counties, the proportion of employed persons
working with shorter working week in Tartu county
was larger on account of Tartu city, in Pdlva
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county the respective proportion was large on
account of Répina city and rural municipalities.

The distribution of employed persons by
employment status differs considerably from the
distribution of employed persons by total length of
working week. The proportion of salaried
employees having worked 40 hours a week was
70.6% for those who had worked under a
permanent working contract (71.1% of males,
70.2% of females), 52.4% for other salaried
employees, 44.2% for entrepreneurs-employers and
Sfarmers with employed persons, 37.9% for self-
employed persons, freelancers and farmers without
employed persons and only 23.8% for unpaid
employees working in a family enterprise or farm.
The proportion of salaried employees having
worked less than 40 hours a week was 10.4% for
those who had worked under a permanent working
contract (5.7% of males, 14.4% of females), 21.7%
for other salaried employees, 19.3% for self-
employed persons, freelancers and farmers without
employed persons, 17.7% for unpaid employees
working in a family enterprise or farm and the
proportion — was  the  smallest 6.3%  for
entrepreneurs-employers — and  farmers — with
employed persons. The proportion of salaried
employees having worked more than 40 hours a
week was 57.3% for unpaid employees working in a
family enterprise or farm, 48.0% for entrepreneurs-
employers and farmers with employed persons,
40.7% for self-employed persons, freelancers and
farmers without employed persons, 18.3% for those
who had worked under a permanent working
contract and 21.7% for other salaried employees.

The length of working week of employed persons at
main place of work differed slightly from the total
length of working week. 67.4% of employed persons
worked 40 hours a week at their main place of
work, 11.7% worked less than 40 hours and 18.8%
worked more than 40 hours a week. The average
length of working week of all employed persons
was 41 hours (42 hours in the case of males and 39
hours in the case of females). The average length of
working week was the longest (50 hours) for those
working in a family enterprise or farm and
receiving no salary, next came entrepreneurs-
employers and farmers with employed persons (47
hours), and self-employed persons, freelancers and
farmers without employed persons (45 hours). The
average length of working week of salaried
employees having worked under a permanent
working contract was 40 hours and that of other
salaried employees was 39 hours.
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The average length of working week at main place
of work of employed persons living in cities was 40
hours, in rural municipalities — 41 hours. With
respect to the length of working week at main place
of work, the distribution of persons employed by
branches of economic activity was the following:

o persons employed in fishing — 49 hours,

e persons employed in agriculture, hunting and
forestry — 45 hours,

e persons employed in transport, storage and
communication — 43 hours,

e persons employed in construction, wholesale
and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles and
household goods, hotels and restaurants,
public administration and defence, compulsory
social security — 42 hours,

®  persons employed  in manufacturing,
electricity-, gas and water supply, and
financial intermediation — 41 hours,

o persons employed in real estate, renting and
business activities — 40 hours,

e persons employed in mining, health and social
work — 39 hours,

e persons employed in other community, social
and personal service activities — 38 hours,
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e persons employed in education — 35 hours,

o persons employed in private households —
33 hours.

With respect to the length of working week at main

place of work, the distribution of persons employed

by occupation was the following:

o skilled agricultural and fishery workers —
48 hours,

o legislators, senior officials and managers —
44 hours,

e plant and machine operators and assemblers
— 42 hours,

o service workers and shop and market sales
workers — 41 hours,

e technicians and associate professionals —
40 hours,

o elementary occupations — 38 hours,

e professionals — 37 hours.

The working week of males was slightly longer than
that of females in all the major groups of
occupations.
